Since out briefing today is a little earlier than usual the numbers I am going to share are as of October 15th. What we are seeing are generally rising case counts, hospitalizations and high test positivity among First Nations people, with most new cases and active cases being on reserve.

This epi cuve is showing that after a time of relatively low activity we are seeing an upswing in cases, and they are largely occurring in the Northern Health Region. Approximately 17 FN communities currently have active COVID-19 cases, and they are occurring in every region of the province.

The vaccine rollout has overall been a remarkable success. Over 93% of people living on reserve have at least one dose with 82.6% being fully vaccinated. The off-reserve coverage rate continues to improve thanks to the work of the urban Indigenous vaccine clinics and the community organization and FIT team partners who are working hard to meet people where they are at. Even as we talk today about booster doses, it is critical that we recognize the effectiveness of this vaccine. We see this if we compare the number of COVID-19 cases that experienced a severe outcomes among those who are not vaccinated and those who are- there were significantly fewer hospitalizations, ICU admissions and deaths throughout the 3rd wave in those who were vaccinated.

What we are showing here is the age distribution of the 171 cases in this outbreak. Of these 171 cases, 47 (27%) were in people not yet eligible for the vaccine. Breakthrough infections occurred across age group.

This community actually has high vaccine coverage- so it’s not unexpected to see a high proportion of fully vaccinated cases. It’s important to note that no severe outcomes have been experienced in the fully vaccinated population. However, this is contributing to transmission in the community and adding significant workload on the health workforce.

In FN communities mass clinics were held for the 18+ population beginning in late March/ April, which will lead to clustering of doses in certain months- in this case we see the highest number of 2nd doses in May among those who have had a breakthrough infection.

In this community 46 of the people infected with COVID-19, 42%, were not yet eligible to receive the vaccine. The younger age structure in First Nations communities does mean that we will have proportionately more susceptible people who are not yet vaccine- eligible.

It is a community with a high vaccine coverage rate, and in this community 100% of infections in those eligible to receive the vaccine were in fully vaccinated individuals. While the prevention of severe outcomes is really a critical outcome with COVID-19 vaccines, this type of transmission does still put significant strain on the local workforce.

First Nations people make up a disproportionate percentage of breakthrough cases, hospitalizations, ICU admissions and fatalities above what we would expect based on population size alone. As we have discussed repeatedly this has to do with factors that influence risk of COVID-19 exposure and transmission like overcrowded housing. This is why it is important that we analyze both the published evidence and emerging practices as well as other jurisdictions, but contextualize that within our local First Nations specific data that reflects the context within which we are experiencing this pandemic.

Partly this increase is due to rising First Nations cases overall. What is unclear is how much of this may be due to a combination of the unique risk circumstances of First Nations communities and waning immunity.

Based on our early vaccine prioritizations going back to early 2020 functionally this is predominantly older adults and health care workers at this time. As we go along into late October and mid November we will see more people across age groups eligible as that corresponds to when we had the mass vaccination clinics for those 18+
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
